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The black earth sleeps in winter 
but in the spring the black earth is worked by brown hands 
that plant yellow seeds, 
which become green plants rustling in soft wind 
and make golden corn to dry in hot sun and be ground into flour 
for the tortilla factory, where laughing people and clank-clunking machinery mix the  
flour into dough.
